XAVIER RUDD & THE UNITED NATIONS

Since the very beginning, Xavier Rudd's ability to connect with people has been his most powerful gift.
The more he has toured the world, the more hearts he has touched and the more of the world he has
put back into his music. Now, fronting a band aptly named The United Nations, Xavier Rudd has
assembled a line-up of musicians from around the world as a one-people musical force. Making their
debut in 2015, Xavier Rudd & The United Nations finds the iconic Australian solo artist in full band
mode for the first time in a long and successful career, and introduces new album “Nanna” to Xavier's
diverse and acclaimed discography.

KELLER WILLIAMS & THE KEELS

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Keller Williams has never followed the prescribed path laid out by the conventional music business,
nor has he taken the prescribed meds laid out by his team of conventional doctors. Instead, he has
taken the A.D.D. path (Artistic, Determined, Dedication). It's a path that has served him quite well.

Since he first appeared on the scene in the early '90s, Keller Williams has defined the term
“independent artist.” And his recordings tell only half the story. Keller built his reputation initially on
his engaging live performances, no two of which are alike. His stage shows are rooted around Keller
singing his compositions and choice cover songs while accompanying himself on acoustic guitar, and
creating samples on the fly in front of the audience, a technique called live phrase sampling or looping.
With nothing pre-recorded, the end result often leans toward a hybrid of alternative folk and groovy
electronica. A genre Keller jokingly calls “acoustic dance music” or “ADM.” The evening will feature a
solo set by Keller Williams and one set with Larry and Jenny Keel.

THE WEEPIES

Singer-songwriters Deb Talan and Steven Tannen began writing together the night they met, and soon
formed indie band The Weepies. On the strength of their simple yet insightful songwriting and
distinctive harmonies, they quietly sold more than a million records, with over 17 million streams on
Spotify, and 20 million views on YouTube. They married and had three children, rarely touring but
continuing to release their music, five records over seven years. Just before Christmas 2013, when
their youngest son was 17 months old, Deb Talan was diagnosed with Stage 3 breast cancer.

In 2014, Deb beat cancer and The Weepies recorded the best album of their career. Coming back from
the edge sharpened their skills and focus. At 16 songs and almost an hour long, “Sirens” shows a band
at the height of its powers.

An accomplished performer in all formats, Cho could be called the “Queen of all Media,” having
conquered the worlds of film, television, books and theatre.

Fans who have followed Scaggs’ remarkable career dating back to the late sixties with the Steve Miller
Band; his solo triumphs with such classic albums as “Silk Degrees” (1976) and “Middle Man"” (1980); and
the splendid assurance of late-period high points like “Some Change” (1994) and “Dig” (2001), will
instantly recognize Scaggs’ characteristically deft touch as a singer. He brings a sly drawl to a funky
workout like Li'l Millet and the Creoles’ “Rich Woman,” a conversational intimacy to Bobby Charles’
“Small Town Talk,” and an elegant delicacy to the Impressions’ “I'm So Proud.” He easily negotiates the
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Latin flavoring of “Last Tango on 16th Street” and “l Want to See You,” both written by San Francisco
bluesman (and longtime Scaggs compatriot) Jack Walroth. His soul is effortless and deeply felt, never
making a show of itself, but unmistakably evident in every lyric he delivers.

PATTY GRIFFIN, MAVIS STAPLES & AMY HELM

This evening of “Sweet Harmony Soul” features three incredible women in three incredible sets of

music.

“American Kid,” Patty Griffin’s seventh album, is her first album of mainly new material since
“Children Running Through” in 2007. In between, she made the Grammy Award-winning “Downtown
Church” (2010), her version of classic gospel (though it featured three original songs). She also became
a member of Band of Joy, the group in which leader Robert Plant and his cohorts meld British and
American folk, rock and spiritual music.

From the delta-gospel sound she helped create in the 1950’s, to the engaged protest of the civil rights
era, to a series of soul radio anthems in the 1970’s, to her Prince-produced albums in the 1980’s, to her
Grammy-winning album in 2011, Mavis Staples has carried on, her warm embrace of a voice the only
constant. Staples is a Rock and Roll Hall of Famer, a Grammy Lifetime Achievement Award winner, and
a National Heritage Fellowship Award recipient, and was listed as one of Rolling Stone's 100 Greatest
Singers of All Time.

The daughter of music legend Levon Helm and singer/songwriter Libby Titus Fagen, Amy Helm wields
a powerful voice that can both stir and soothe, whether she is singing traditional gospel, blues
standards or her own heartfelt compositions. She is a gifted musician on both mandolin and drums, and
has clearly absorbed the lessons of the many other accomplished artists with whom she has shared
stages, including Mavis Staples, Emmylou Harris, and Joan Osborne, as well as other uniquely
American performers like Dr. John and Hubert Sumlin.

Of Navajo-Ute heritage, R. Carlos Nakai is the world’s premier performer of the Native American
flute. Ten-time Grammy Award nominee, Peter Kater, is a multi-platinum selling pianist composer who
has released over 60 recordings, scored music for On and Off-Broadway dramatic plays, TV and film
productions, the Olympics and other major sporting events and world summits, and is a proud
recipient of the Environment Leadership Award from the United Nations.

A seven-time Grammy Award winner, Emmy winner, humanitarian, singer, songwriter and producer,
Ziggy Marley has released 12 albums to much critical acclaim. His early immersion into music came at

age 10 when he sat in on recording sessions with his father, Bob Marley.

As front man to Ziggy Marley and The Melody Makers, the group released eight best-selling albums
that garnered three Grammys, with such chart-topping hits as "Look Who's Dancing," "Tomorrow
People" and "Tumbling Down." Ziggy's first solo album, “Dragonfly” (RCA Records), was released in
2003. His second solo release, “Love is My Religion” (Tuff Gong Worldwide), won a Grammy in 2006
for “Best Reggae Album.” His third solo album, “Family Time” (Tuff Gong Worldwide), scored him a
fifth Grammy Award for “Best Children’s Album.”

Ziggy's newest album “Fly Rasta,” (April 2014) marries his distinctive reggae sound with elements of
psychedelica, rock, funk, soul and pop, and explores further musical zones with the addition of sitar,
tabla and taiko drums. The lyrical themes are a call to empowerment, enlightenment, freedom and, as
with many of Ziggy's songs, the higher power of love.
